All power  
to the Stobie 
When it comes to power in South Australia nothing says  
it more than the Stobie pole.

This historic local invention celebrates its centenary  
in 2024, marking 100 years of service supporting the 
electricity supply that has powered our state.

The Stobie has seen it all. The great depression, Australia  
at war, an economic transformation as South Australia 
industrialised on the back of the Stobie, the social 
transformation under Don Dunstan, the Ash Wednesday 
bushfires, the State Bank collapse and more.

Designed by Cyril James Stobie, the appropriately  
named Stobie pole was patented in 1924 and gradually 
became a feature of electricity supply across the state, 
connecting remote and regional communities and the  
city to reliable supply.

Ironically the Stobie has been a great environmental  
warrior for South Australia, as its invention avoided the 
need to use timber for poles. With about 650,000 poles 
across South Australia that is a huge contribution to 
vegetation retention in our state.

In this its 100th year, SA Power Networks is acknowledging 
the amazing contribution of a piece of infrastructure that 
has become as iconic in South Australia as Haighs 
chocolates, the Hills Hoist or the Frog Cake.

And while it is 100 years old, the Stobie has many good  
years ahead. It remains a key part of our renewable  
energy transition as it supports customers who  
increasingly are making, using, and sharing energy 
generated from their rooftops.

The rot, fire, and termite-proof Stobie poles carry from  
240 to 275,000 volts and vary from nine to 26 metres in 
height. The expected service life of a Stobie is more  
than 80 years, and they can be replated at their footings, 
extending their life by as much as 40 years. 

SA Power Networks continues to make Stobie poles at  
a dedicated plant in Angle Park with tours available as  
part of the History Festival.

Cyril Stobie
The Stobie was invented in the 1920s by Adelaide 
Electric Supply Company engineer James ‘Cyril’ 
Stobie to overcome two South Australian 
problems: scarce timber and abundant termites. 

Cyril was a brilliant student who won a 
scholarship to the South Australian School of 
Mines and Industries, eventually gaining diplomas 
in mechanical and electrical engineering. 

The then Adelaide Electric Supply paid him £500 
for the patent rights, with the first poles being 
erected in South Terrace, Adelaide, in 1924, and 
then used extensively in building the electricity 
transmission and distribution infrastructure 
throughout the state.

Stobie Pole, SA Power Networks is offering an 
exclusive behind-the-scenes tour of the Stobie 
Pole Manufacturing Facility during this year’s 
History Festival.

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I commenced as South Australia’s inaugural History Advocate in 
November 2022, as members of our History Trust team were planning  
for South Australia’s History Festival 2023. As a historian who has spent 
much of my working life thinking about the way imagination informs our 
understanding of the past, I was thrilled by the 2023 Festival theme of 
‘wonder’. I said as much to the History Trust of South Australia’s CEO, 
Greg Mackie OAM, who startled me by suggesting we brainstorm 
possibilities for the 2024 festival theme. Having just returned to South 
Australia from six years interstate, I was keen to get the lay of the land 
before sharing too many ‘big ideas’. 

Days later, Greg and I were meeting with Trustee, Professor (Emeritus) 
Alan Reid AM, to explore ways of raising awareness about the distinctive 
role South Australia has played in the development of democracy.  
As I was musing over democracy’s many contemporary challenges, 
including the disillusionment many young people feel towards party 
politics, it occurred to me that, while ‘democracy’ was now heavily 
burdened by the weight of the political past, the notion of ‘power’ 
remained galvanising — even dangerous. 

Power has certainly shaped the past and continues to charge our lives  
in the here and now, whether it is ‘absolute power corrupting absolutely’, 
‘the power of the people’ or ‘the power of one’. While many historians 
have shown us how the historical record often wields power over those 
it silences or ignores, others have dedicated their lives to recounting the 
inspiring stories of those who have claimed their power by overcoming 
the odds — and their oppressors.

Power is also profoundly paradoxical, for although it is invisible, it can  
be felt instantly. While some flirt with it and others flaunt it, there are 
many who are so fearful of it, they give their own away. Power as energy 
is also crucial to our everyday lives, whether it is the fuel in our cars,  
or the power which keep our homes and workplaces illuminated and 
comfortable. Ongoing carbon reduction and climate change debates 
about coal, solar, wind, water, and nuclear power also confirm that the 
decisions we make about power today will impact the future for 
generations to come.

At South Australia’s History Festival 2024, the History Trust invites you  
to explore the many ways that power has shaped the past – be that 
economic power, military power, the physical power of our athletes or 
the role of sports and the arts in keeping our comments healthy and 
happy. And let’s not forget soft power, flower power and the all-
important ‘power of love’, which makes the world go around!

We hope the theme of the 2024 History Festival will inspire you to tap 
into your inner power as you explore the shadows and shades, songs and 
stories which reveal how POWER has not only animated the past but 
continues to illuminate our path forward from the present to the future.

Difficult Histories  
in Museums 
Museums have always been viewed as important, as  
revered places that unveil the intricate tapestry of our 
histories. But nowadays, they are increasingly under the 
microscope, as people question their ability to spill the  
tea honestly. Society and politics have always influenced 
museums, and now there is a greater focus on admitting  
past mistakes, recognising historical injustices, and ensuring 
all voices and stories are heard in museum exhibits. Unlike  
the past, admitting mistakes is no longer taboo for museums. 
Instead, it is welcomed and regarded as a positive stride 
towards reconciliation.

Navigating topics like violence, pain, shame, racism, and 
death in the museum walls is challenging to say the least. 
These subjects can be heavy and hard for people to digest. 
They might find themselves identifying as victims, 
perpetrators, or somewhere in-between. It is a delicate  
dance – how much should we emphasise the darkest 
moments in history without unintentionally glorifying them? 
Some argue for burying the past, worried that bringing it  
into a cultural space could sensationalise it. On the flip  
side, ignoring tough history may suggest it is insignificant  
or should be swept under the rug.

Different communities engage with cultural heritage in 
unique ways and involving them in museum decisions is 
crucial. This inclusivity helps reduce biases and crafts a  
safe space for diverse voices and perspectives. Yet, 
addressing difficult histories goes beyond including the 
voices of others; it demands a profound re-evaluation that 
changes how we see things.

To genuinely understand cultural heritage, we need honest 
and meaningful ways to share difficult moments from the 
past. Museums that take the lead are challenging what we 
thought we knew, getting people talking, and encouraging 
reflection. This not only forges stronger bonds with visitors, 
but builds a space where we can all share history, be  
included, and provide inspiration for future generations. 

So, if you have an interest in museums, whether you are  
a visitor, volunteer, or an emerging or seasoned museum 
professional, consider this: How can we share our difficult 
histories in a genuine, honest, and meaningful way?
