Forewords

Parliament House, the Town Hall, the Adelaide Club. 

What do these three places have in common? 
They are where some of the biggest decisions 
affecting South Australia — good and bad — have 
often been made. 

A city’s nature is that it is forever changing and full 
of ‘sliding doors’ moments. Businesses die others 
are born, restaurants open and close — what was 
fine is now staid, people live and people leave, and 
buildings fall and others rise to take their place.

Beyond the marble and stone, and concrete and 
glass façades of these landmarks, decisions are 
handed down that direct that change, altering the 
course of not just our city’s future, but our own.

Decision-making can be driven by public 
pressure, reflect a crisis, a prejudgement, an 
assumption, a patchy understanding of data, be 
driven by cautious inaction, and sometimes 
comes with unintended consequences.

While avoiding 
historical revisionist territory, South Australia’s 
History Festival allows us to turn the clock back 
and reflect on these decisions – and the buildings 
where they happened.

The City of Adelaide continues to be a proud 
supporter of this month-long festival, which 
curates a program that masterfully seems always 
to have something for anyone and everyone. 

Because as much as the city has changed, the 
stories of our past are still present in everything 
from the heritage that lines our streets to the 
worker’s cottages that have been home to 
generations, and even the new glass towers that 
hip and shoulder their way upward. 

I urge you to grab a program, take part in another 
fabulous Festival, and learn about the decisions 
that made us.

This 2025 Festival has a profound theme: 
Decisions. With thanks to all who have created 
this fabulous Festival, this is the community’s 
moment to discover and learn!

Decisions are made at the table
Vietnam Restaurant 

Vietnam Restaurant sits unassumingly on 
Addison Road in Pennington, a favourite 
with families, haunted by countless 
politicos and Adelaide’s business set 
since its origins in the early 1980s. 

The humble façade reveals little, but 
step inside this long-serving culinary 
institution and a rich history is proudly 
displayed. Framed newspaper clippings 
crowd the walls, recounting the bold 
decision of a young Vietnamese tailor 
named Phan Quang Dinh to leave behind 
his homeland of Vietnam, taking to the 
sea in a small wooden fishing boat in 
the aftermath of the Vietnam War. 

The Phan family, joined by  
Hieu Van Le AC and Ted Byrd.

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Decisions are made in  
our community spaces
Burra Town Hall

The Burra Town Hall has existed as a 
hub of community since its opening in 
1874. From miners’ meetings to bachelor 
and spinster balls, and now modern 
movie nights, the hallowed community 
hall has seen it all.

It’s easy to imagine that all the 
important decision-making in our state 
happens in Parliament. Try telling that 
to Kymm Apostolides (AKA KymmBerlei) 
and Tina Couper, two of the Burra 
community’s many devoted volunteers. 
Neither hold political titles (one a former 
publican and hairdresser, turned drag 
performer and amateur historian; the 
other a bridal sewing machinist, turned 
heritage home restorer), yet each plays 
an active role in the civic life of Burra, 
and in the preservation of its history. 

And the thread that binds them?  
A self-sewn flair for the fabulous 
(pictured). 

Decisions are made on Country
Kanyanyapilla

The history of Kanyanyapilla isn’t widely 
written in books, but it can be read on 
the ancient hills where invasive grasses 
have been persistently cut back, and 
native species that nurture the country 
are slowly cultivated once again.  
History is traced out in circles, some  
of stones, others cut into the grass — 
each an invitation to listen, gather,  
and turn inward.

The rolling curves and ancient trees 
contrast with militant rows of vines 
surrounding the site on most sides.

Karl Winda Telfer, Burka-Senior Man of 
the Mullawirra Meyunna (the Dry Forest 
People) holds the license to occupy 
Kanyanyapilla — Place of Many Eagles —  
for fifty years. Self-determination is 
finally afforded to the cultural leader, to 
practice cultural mentorship and 
bicultural exchange. The responsibility 
that sits on his shoulders is immense.

Decisions are made by Karl on caring 
for Country and kin at Kanyanyapilla, 
and those who visit and listen can  
begin to understand the power of 
self-determination.

In 1967, Don Dunstan brought the end of 
‘the six o’clock swill’, letting South 
Aussie pubs trade beyond 6pm and 
finally permitting women into the 
traditional blokes’ domain – the front 
bar. The ladies of SA left their 
segregated saloons behind, stepping 
boldly into spaces once denied to them. 

Decisions have long been wrangled and 
cemented in South Australia’s historic 
pubs, as chat flows over chips and folks 
banter over beers. It’s no surprise that 
South Australia’s decision-making 
history includes a few dubious ones… 

The Sir John Franklin Hotel in Kapunda is 
one such watering hole, a central hub of 
community in the small but vibrant 
regional town. Regardless of the hour, 
no one drinks there alone — a colourful 
mural of friendly faces clads the walls of 
its front bar, a visual history of the 
punters who’ve given life to the pub as 
it approaches its 175th birthday this year. 

Decisions are made in business
Rundle Mall

Where people gather, decisions are 
made. Some are trivial; brown shoes or 
black? Others reach far through the 
decades, touching countless lives; the 
decision to close a beloved department 
store might be one such example. 

No examination of South Australia’s 
defining meeting places would be 
complete without our iconic silver 
spheres. Who among us hasn’t resorted 
to that common refrain: “I’ll meet you at 
the Mall’s Balls!”

And from there, the chief decision is 
where to go next?

Sitting at the centre of our city since 
1977, the spheres have been witness to 
almost five decades of mercantile 
history; from the much-mourned 
closure of SA-icon John Martin’s to the 
arrival of pigs and pigeons. Shoppers 
flock daily through this hub of history, 
though few pause to consider the 
decisions that have brought us to today.

Greetings! I write this offering as July, and my approaching 
retirement / risorgimento, looms ever closer. This gives me 
pause to reflect upon the achievements — and the unfinished 
business — of my decades as a practitioner of cultural 
development in service of South Australia.

In April 2016 I became Chief Executive Officer of the History 
Trust. As was fashionable at that time, our organisation 
adopted the shorthand public-facing name ‘History SA’.  
If there is one thing that one must hope for in public service,  
it is trust. And so my first decision was to prevail upon our 
governing Board of Trustees to revert to our full statutory 
name: ‘History Trust of South Australia’. What’s a few more 
syllables when public trust in our ability to objectively reveal 
the past matters most!

Having previously served on the boards of several cultural 
organisations, and then for a number of years as head of Arts 
SA and as Deputy Chief Executive, Cultural Development, I 
understood what a challenge it would be to take a small-scale 
organisation dedicated to history and museums and increase 
its relevance and impact. No-one who knows me well would 
consider that I shirk from a challenge. 

For 22 years now the History Trust has provided an annual 
platform for South Australia’s historians and museums —  
for both professionals and enthusiasts. In 2004, the first ever 
History Week was presented by the History Trust, and 
attracted 150 registered offerings. In 2011, the year of South 
Australia’s sesquicentenary, the program had grown to a 
month-long duration with 500 events and 400 presenters. 
This significant cultural collaboration continues to prove its 
relevance and has grown overall audience engagement with 
every year of recovery since the pandemic. 

The History Trust remains committed to serving South 
Australians of all ages and walks of life. Our festival’s open 
platform program is inherently inclusive and its temperament 
democratic. It reflects the passions and  
stories that both reflect and fascinate our community. 
Alongside our annual Bay to Birdwood historical motoring 
event, the History Festival is a powerful way to connect  
South Australians and visitors to our unique past. 

As a new History Festival offering, we are partnering with  
the National Trust of South Australia, and the good people 
from the Ayers House Function Centre, to pilot something 
new: ‘The House of History’ — a series of over 25 end-of-day 
talks on South Australia’s history and collections, people and 
places at Ayers House. Come join us. I will be taking to the 
lectern for some stories of my own adventures in history and 
beyond — so check out the online full program.

While I will be stepping away from my executive leadership 
role with the History Trust, it is my hope to remain closely 
connected — as a History Guardian and raising funds to 
enable more of our important work to reach ever more South 
Australians. And finally, my sincere thanks to our Trustees, 
History Guardians, volunteers, donors and incredible teams 
for placing your ‘trust’ in me these past nine years.

What do the Port Adelaide Lighthouse, Lady Holden’s Holden, 
Don Dunstan’s pink shorts and Colonel Light’s Plan of the City 
of Adelaide have in common? They are among the 37,000 
treasures in the State History Collection, managed by the 
History Trust on behalf of the people of South Australia.

Founded in the early 1980s, the State History Collection 
continues to grow and develop with our state and its people. 
Each addition to the Collection enhances our ability to tell 
South Australian stories. 

Recently, descendants of Captain Matthew Flinders 
generously donated the lead nameplate from his coffin. 
Flinders was buried in St James churchyard, London, in  
1841, but extensions to Euston station in the late 1840s 
obscured the location of his grave. Over 160 years later, 
another rail project, the London to Birmingham High- 
Speed line, led to archaeological excavations of the area.  
The plate on Flinders’ coffin had endured, and enabled 
identification. Flinders was re-buried in 2024 at his birthplace, 
Donington, Lincolnshire, during a weekend of celebrations 
honouring his achievements as a naval officer, navigator, and 
cartographer. The coffin plate was accepted on behalf of the 
History Trust by the Governor of South Australia, Her 
Excellency the Hon Frances Adamson AC.

Another recent addition was nursing uniform belonging  
to Amy Payne, who cared for injured soldiers in England 
during WWI. She migrated to South Australia after she 
married one of her patients, Gunner Morris Basey. The 
Collection also includes objects relating to contemporary 
events that will, in the future, be seen as history — such as  
the Covid 19 pandemic, South Australian bushfires, and the 
Voice referendum.

Among the Collection are objects large and small, ranging 
from locomotives (which you can see on loan at the National 
Railway Museum) to lockets, and from boats to bonnets. 
Caring for these amazing historical objects is a big task.  
The History Trust is delighted to be working with the State 
Government and our colleagues from the South Australian 
Museum, the State Library of South Australia, the Art Gallery 
of South Australia and Artlab Australia to prepare, pack, and 
move a significant portion of the State Collections, including 
the State History Collection to a new, purpose-built 
collections store in 2026.

The history of hospitality surely goes back 
as far as people do — a history of coming 
together to share food and drink, under a 
common roof.

Singing the Song  
of the Unsung Hero

Sir Hubert Wilkins is a remarkable Australian whose story  
has been lost to popular memory, especially in Australia.  
For those unfamiliar with Wilkins, his achievements in the 
face of adversity speak volumes about his character; his 
courage, innovation, and determination. 

Born at Mount Bryan, South Australia, on 31 October 1888, 
Wilkins lived through the infamous Federation Drought, and 
its devastating effect on the family farm inspired him to 
develop a method for forecasting such events. His obsession 
with what is now called climate science became an ambition 
for his life’s work that took him to the far reaches of the earth.

Before completing his university studies in music and 
engineering, he stowed away on a ship destined for Sydney  
to pursue a career in photography and filmmaking. His 
reputation as a talented cameraman, willing to take risks,  
took him to Europe. There, he became the first person to film 
flying from an airplane and, on assignment during the first 
Balkan conflict, was the first to film a battle. During the First 
World War he was selected to join the AIF photographic 
Corps, receiving military honours.

Wilkins is best known for his Polar exploration, especially  
his pioneering use of technology. In April 1928, with pilot  
Ben Eielson, Wilkins completed the first flight across the 
arctic, from Alaska to Spitzbergen, for which he received  
a knighthood from King George V of England. Later that  
year, Wilkins and Eielson completed a 600-mile aerial 
reconnaissance of Antarctica, the first time a plane had  
flown on that continent. In 1931, instead of soaring high  
above the ice, Wilkins dived below it in ‘Nautilus’ a surplus 
WWI submarine. The voyage demonstrated that submarines 
could function under the Arctic polar ice cap and be used for 
scientific research.

This History Festival, Wilkins’ legacy will be acknowledged 
with two events, beginning with the History Festival launch, 
where modern-day explorer, Dr Richard ‘Harry’ Harris will 
deliver the 2025 Sir Hubert Wilkins oration. Later in May, 
those adventurous enough to walk in Wilkin’s footsteps, will 
be able to join Wilkins experts on a tour of Mount Bryan, his 
childhood home.
